Click and insert heading 1 (14 point type in boldface)
The article should be clearly written, presenting reliable data logically and concisely with a maximum of 10 pages including illustrations, figures and tables.  Use A4 size paper, and place the page number centered in the footer.  Use a 30mm spacing at the top and bottom of the page, and apply 25mm margins on both the left and right hand sides. 

Times New Roman is the preferred typeface throughout. The abstract, the corresponding author’s name and address, the bibliography, the contents of tables and graphs and the captions on figures are to be set in 10.5 point type. The body of the text should be in 12 point size type, except for the primary headings, which will be 14 point type in bold face. Please set a standard one word space to indent a paragraph, fix the spacing between lines at 20 and 0.3 lines between paragraphs. For headings please refer to the sample.

Indicate the name of the sponsoring agency or agencies as indicated below, together with the corresponding author’s name and address as a footnote at the bottom of the first page.

Click and insert the sub heading 1.1 (12 point type in boldface)

The headings should be limited to 3 levels, numbered by class with Arabic numerals and justified left. For example, the primary headings will be numbered as 1, 2, 3; the secondary headings with 1.1, 1.2, 1.3, etc. and the tertiary level with 1.1.1, 1.1.2, 1.1.3 etc.  

Click and insert heading 1.1.1(12 point type in boldface)

The graphs, tables, formulae, expressions, notes and bibliography should be numbered by Arabic numerals in sequence; for example, Figure 1, Table 2, Formula 3, etc. 

Units of measurement and calculations should use international metric standards. The figures, graphs and tables should have self-contained legends, and should appear in the text close to where they are first mentioned.  It is recommended that the maximum number of illustrations, figures or graphs be 10.  When formatting tables, include three horizontal lines in the format, as indicated in the example below. The number and title of each table should always appear above the table.

The number, title & caption of each figure should appear below the graph or illustration.

Formulae should be centered on the page with their number in parenthesis typed in 12 point size at the right-hand margin.  Omit any dotted line between a formula and its number.

Only those references published and cited directly in the paper should be listed in the bibliography. Authoritative and recent references are preferred.  A guideline would be to have at least 50% of the cited references published since the year 2000.  The order of the references in the bibliography should follow the order with which they are cited in the text. The reference number should be in superscript. [1]

The names of all the authors should be listed, if there are no more than 3 authors.  However, if there are 4 or more co-authors, only the first 3 should be listed with commas in between, and the phrase “et al” added to the end of the string. The surname or family name will be listed first for all 3 authors, followed by the initials of their given names without any dots or periods behind.  
Bibliography:

[1]Journal Article: Authors’ names，Title of article，Name of journal，Year published，Volume number (Serial number)：First and last page numbers.  
[2]Book or Book Chapter: Authors’ names, Title of chapter, Title of book, Names of editors, Edition number（unless first edition), City of publisher, Name of publisher，Year published, First and last page numbers.
[3]Conference Proceedings: Authors’ names，Title of article，Names of editors，Name of conference, Date and location of conference，City of publisher，Name of publisher, Year published, Page numbers.
[4]Thesis: Authors’ name，Title of thesis，Degree sought, Name of university, Year of publication.

[5]Patent：Title of patent，Nationality of patent，Patent number，Date published.
